LAW is the beginning level of  one of the highest ranks that can be achieved at the county level which is the All Star.  The award was created to allow a selection process for the leadership team that represents Monterey County at regional events, to give recognition and further leadership development training 
and responsibilities to outstanding Teen Leaders. 

WHAT IS TLAW?

Someone who. . . "IS A TEAM PLAYER"

· Has demonstrated an interest in leadership, project achievement, citizenship concern, and maturity of judgment in a variety of situations at the club level.

· Has made a consistent contribution to the maintenance and expansion of the 4-H Youth Program in their club/county.

· Has exhibited an interest in continuing in the 4-H Youth Program and has specific ideas as to ways in which he or she can give guidance and leadership to some phase of the program.

· Recognizes the opportunities and the responsibilities of being selected a 4-H TLAW, and is receptive to new ideas and new challenges.
TLAWs themselves have said that being named TLAW should not be looked upon as an award only, but as a responsibility; and selection should be made from that viewpoint.  They look upon being a TLAW as an honor, high standards of selection should be maintained.

A TLAW has:

· Demonstrated leadership at the club level.
· A record of growth in 4-H projects and activities.

· Maturity.

· Growth and development in personal, community, and civic responsibilities.

· Deserving of recognition as shown through sincere effort.
