
Campground Rules
Maximum 20 campers per tent. (Small tents are permitted for adults use only.)
No driving in campgrounds signs are posted for parking and must be obeyed.
Quiet Hours are from 11:00 PM to 8:00 AM. Children are restricted to their site during this time.
Children are to be supervised at the showerhouses, restrooms, meadow, and at the creeks and swimming hole - and must be on their site by 11:00 PM. Children under 18 years must not be left on campground without parent or guardian.
Bicycles are permitted but must not to be operated after dusk. State law requires that all children wear a helmet when riding a bicycle.
Pets must have proof of current vaccination for rabies. AT ALL TIMES pets MUST be on a 6' or shorter leash, attended, and cleaned up after. (Carry a clean up bag when walking your pet.) Excessive barking is not tolerated. Owner may be asked to take animal home if the above rules are violated.
Cutting, collecting, removing or destroying any plant, tree or other living object is strictly prohibited.   
Fires are to be contained within the fire ring provided (no stacking) and attended at all times. Fires must be kept small and put out completely with water (do not use sand) by 11:30 PM or when leaving the site. A fee of $5.00 will be charged for any fire or hot coals left either unattended, not put out by 11:30 PM, or requiring management's attention. Drought conditions may require a fire ban.
Swimming areas: rules are posted at the kitchen and the creek. Proper swimwear is required (no cutoffs or streetwear allowed.) Children under 14 years must have an adult attendant. No glass, food or beverages are allowed in the swimming or beach areas.
Grey water must be contained and disposed of at the dump stations. Not in campgrounds.
NO Selling or Soliciting is permitted.
Strictly Prohibited: Firearms, explosives (including firecrackers), slingshots, power tools, motorized bikes (of any kind), alcohol off campsite, loud or disorderly conduct, and abusive language.
Placer/Nevada County Joint Camp is not responsible for any lost, stolen or damaged property.
Off road vehicles are ONLY permitted on designated roads.
NO VEHICLES of any kind are permitted on the Meadow.
Garbage and Trash must be place in provided container and secured.
