Primary Source Analysis Paper

This assignment is due at the beginning of class next Tuesday, September 4th.

· 25% of your grade.
· 5-7 pages, double-spaced.
· Task: Analyze an aspect of the American homefront using secondary sources (readings, lectures) and primary sources.  If you use primary sources from another country, you must tie back to the American homefront.
· Provide an opening paragraph describing what aspect of homefront you are analyzing; what primary source(s) you are using; what secondary sources you are using (and use throughout); and what your argument is.  You may opt to compare/contrast with other home fronts.
· How do I do this? Using PAPER method, analyze primary sources. Consider primary sources within the course materials (readings and lectures).  This will provide context.  The PAPER method handout was distributed in class and is available on the website.
· Be prepared to make a point and argue strongly for it.
